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School Uniform

Attendance: I have been very happy with our good attendance figures over the last few years. Thank 

you for your support in ensuring your child comes to school every day they are well enough. We will 

again be aiming for 97% overall. Remember to ring the school office before school starts to let us know 

if your child is unwell and won’t be in. 

Notice regarding term-time holidays: from September 2024, all holidays of 5 days and more will be 

referred to the Local Authority. Changes to school attendance penalty notices will come into effect from 

19th August 2024. Previous fines were set at £120 (£60 if paid within 21 days) but the new fine will be 

set at £160 (£80 if paid within 21 days unless it is a repeat offence). There is a limit of 2 penalty notices 

that can be issued to a parent for the same child within a rolling 3-year period. At the 3rd offence, 

another tool, such as prosecution, will be considered. Please support our policy for good attendance by 

sending your child to school every school day.
